2. 2010-2011 Budget Presentation
Dr. Gallagher opened the meeting with a request to schedule an additional budget meeting. An

additional meeting will be held on Monday, March 22, 2010 at 6 PM in the cafeteria.

Dr. Gallagher explained the 2009-2010 budget represents a 1.89% (approximate $94.000) budget
increase over the 2008-2009 budget, representing a 3.2% increase in the tax levy with a decreased tax
rate of $.20. According to information received from the Office of Real Property Tax Services based on
1,430 parcels in the WCSD 28% of these parcels increased in assessment value while 70% indicated no
change, and 2% indicated a decrease in assessed value.

At the February Board of Education meeting the administrative and operative (including transportation)
costs were reviewed indicating an approximate reduction of $55,000. During this evening’s workshop a
line by line examination of program costs were discussed indicating adjustments and an approximate
increase of $17,500 in salaries. Dr. Gallagher explained that State funding is still an uncertainty but,
work will continue on this budget until it is adopted. He also advised that the oil bids had been received
and the District opted to lock in at the fixed price of $2.59 per gallon versus a flex price. The proposed
2010-2011 budget currently reflects a 2.66% increase or $134.894.

Dr. Gallagher requested the members of the Board provide direction on how they would like to proceed.
It was suggested prior to making a monetary or percentage determination, the Board would like further
information from the negotiations committee.
