• Face forward. 

• Stay behind the 

person in front of 

you. 

• Carry items 

safely. 

• When walking 

with the class, stay 

behind the person 

in front of you. 

 

• Raise hand and 

ask permission to 

go someplace or 

get something. 

• Drink or eat your 

own food items. 

• Always walk 

with trays; carry 

trays with two 

hands. 

• Keep feet under 

the table. 

• Line up single-

file when lunch is 

over. 

• Keep body and 

objects to 

yourself. 

• One at a time on 

all equipment. 

• Keep safe 

distance when 

others are using 

equipment. 

• Leave rocks and 

wood chips on the 

ground. 

• Snow can be used 

to build things. 

• Keep feet on the 

floor. 

• Keep water in the 

sink. 

• Use soap and 

water for washing 

hands. 

• Go to the 

bathroom empty 

handed. 

• You may bring 

hygiene products 

when needed. 

• Wash hands to 

the count of 10. 

• Stay seated. 

• Body still. 

• Wait for signals to 

arrive or dismiss. 

• Walk to and 

from the 

bus/ride. 

• Stay on sidewalk.

• Use polite 

language. 

• Treat others the 

way you would 

like to be treated. 

• Respect personal 

space. 

• When inside, use 

an indoor voice. 

• Use appropriate 

language. 

• Treat others the 

way you would 

want to be treated. 

• Talk only when 

necessary. 

• Wave and smile to 

greet people. 

• Keep hands at 

sides. 

• Count to 3 when 

drinking at the 

fountain. 

 

• Allow others to 

sit where they 

wish. 

• Keep food on 

your tray. 

• Use respectful 

language. 

• Allow others to 

eat their lunch.  

• Eat and drink 

foods that have 

not been touched 

by others. 

• Take turns. 

• Wait your turn in 

line. 

• Include everyone. 

• Play fair. 

• Knock on stall 

door. 

• Use quiet voices. 

• Respect privacy. 

• Applaud when 

appropriate. 

• Ask appropriate 

questions. 

• Be a positive 

participant. 

• Stay in your 

space. 

• Be kind to other 

who are waiting. 

• Ask an adult in 

charge if you 

need help. 

• Watch out for 

younger children. 

• Listen and follow 

directions. 

• Use polite and 

kind words with 

all people.

• Clean up after 

yourself. 

• Take care of your 

own belongings. 

• Take care of 

school 

equipment. 

• Follow school 

rules. 

• Be prepared to 

learn. 

• Be on time. 

• Go straight to the 

place you are 

supposed to go. 

• Leader keeps the 

line together by 

stopping and 

waiting for the 

rest of the group 

when the teacher 

asks them to stop. 

 

• Leave your space 

as you found it; 

clear. 

• Pay attention 

when going 

through the 

lunch line. 

• Wait your turn. 

• Put tray in 

window 

carefully. 

• Raise your hand 

to report 

problems. 

• When lights go 

off, everyone is 

silent. 

• Use equipment 

appropriately. 

• Return equipment 

when you are 

done. 

• Ask for help when 

needed. 

• Follow adult 

directions the first 

time. 

• Leave door 

unlocked after 

use. 

• Flush toilet. 

• Turn off faucet. 

• Place paper towel 

in garbage. 

• Return to room 

promptly. 

• Use only what you 

need 

(soap/paper). 

• Report problems 

to teacher. 

• Be on time. 

• Take care of 

personal needs 

before arriving. 

• Ignore 

inappropriate 

behavior. 

• Watch and wait 

for your bus/ride. 

• Know your plan 

before coming to 

school.  

• Be sure to have 

your note from if 

your bus/ride will 

be different. 

• Take all of your 

belongings off the 

bus.  

• Pick up after 

yourself. 

• Know where 

you’re going and 

your bus number 

every day. 
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
