Content Area- Foreign Language 
Course Title-   French I 
Grade Level-   9th Grade   Credits- 1 Pre-requisites- None 
Course Description: 
 
French I: This course is offered for all students in 9th grade.  The sequence of learning is 
listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  Sound discrimination is constantly reinforced 
to provide a solid foundation for a 2nd language acquisition.

Course Title- French II   
Grade Level- 10th-12th      Credits- 1 Pre-requisites- French I 
Course Description: 
 
French II: This course continues the techniques mastered in French I, but with more 
emphasis being placed on the reading and writing skills.  Students will be required to use 
the language creatively in both oral and writing skills as well as oral and written 
expression.  Through additional grammar and supplementary readings, the student 
increases their awareness of the modern French speaking world, its culture, and language. 
 
 
 



 
Content Area- Foreign Language 
Course Title- French III   
Grade Level- 10th-12th      Credits- 1 Pre-requisites- French II 
Course Description: 
 
French III: This 3rd year of H.S. French is a continuation and a review of the first two 
levels with much emphasis on the writing and reading skills.  Through text with works 
from various regions, the student develops an appreciation and an interest in the French 
speaking people. The final exam is the French comprehensive Regents, which gives the 
student 3 regents credits.

Course Title- French IV   
Grade Level- 10th-12th       Credits- 1 Pre-requisites- French III 
Course Description: 
 
French IV: This course emphasis is on literature.  Readings include works from the 
Middle Ages through the 10th Century.   Historical essays introduce each period of 
history followed by readings pertaining to each time.  This allows the student to see the 
correlation between the philosophical, sociological, and economical conditions and their

Grade Level- 10th-12th       Credits- 1 Pre-requisites- French IV

French V: This course will be like French IV in that there will be a balance between 
reading, writing, and speaking.  There will more emphasis on reading novels.  We will 
treat grammar as needed and vocabulary will come chiefly from the novels.
